Top Ten Tips for Financial Aid

1. Take advantage of the abundance of information about selecting, applying to, and financing college.  There is plenty available at no cost.  Your research and perseverance can pay big dividends.

2. Become informed about financial assistance unique to Lackland.

3. Learn all you can about your college financial aid process.  Talk to the college financial aid officer.   Ninety percent of all financial aid available to the student is channeled through their office.  
4. Apply to the number one supplier of financial aid--the Federal Government.  File your Free Application for Federal Student Aid  (FAFSA) as soon as possible after January 1. 

5. For additional assistance find out about your San Antonio community resources and what assistance they offer.

6. Save money by taking CLEP and DANTES exams through the Base Education Office.

7. Apply early.  Financial assistance has deadlines.  Meet them!

8. Be wary of scholarship scams!  Unfortunately, many dubious scholarship and search offers exist. 
9. Scholarships, or free money, should always be sought first--but loans through various sources (state, federal, banks, foundations, etc) are available.  Borrowing for your education might be a necessity, but it maybe the best investment you will ever make in your life. 

10. Plan today!  If you have children, it is never to early to start saving for their education.

Active Duty Military Aid

Aerospace Education Foundation Eagle Grant Scholarship Program

Air Force Aid Society General Henry H. Arnold Education Grant

Aerospace Education Foundation Air Force Spouse Scholarship


Thirty $1,000 scholarships are awarded internationally to spouses of Air Force active duty, Air National Guard and Air Force Reserve members during the spring semester.  Applicants must be pursuing an

Lackland Officers' Spouses' Club


All seniors graduating from a San Antonio area high school are eligible if they are a dependent of an active duty Air Force member permanently station at Lackland or if the sponsor is retired, deceased or on remote assignment.
